As John Wesley rode across Hounslow Heath late one night, he was stopped and a man 
demanded, “Your money or your life”, to which Wesley emptied his pockets and saddle bags of 
a few coins and books.  As the robber walked away with his meagre offering, Wesley shouted, 
“Stop, I have something more to give you”.  “My friend”, he said, “You may regret the sort of life 
you live so remember that the blood of Jesus Christ, God’s Son, cleanseth us from all sin.”  The 
robber hurried away.  Years later at the close of a Sunday evening service a stranger stepped 
forward to speak to an elderly Wesley.
