Jesus Christ promised that He 
would send another Helper, 
the Holy Spirit, to be with us.

He went to a meeting 
where a man was preaching. Joe saw the power of God as people were healed 
and decided to surrender his life to Christ.  He became a changed man, full of 
the Spirit and power of God. He now knew what his brother meant by being born 
again and understanding the 
Kingdom of God. He could 
now have fellowship with 
God and know His love.
