QUEESTIONS FOR
INTERACTION

1. What aspects of the life of David caused

him to be a great man of God?
At the end of his life, as g

he is about to breathe his
last breath, David did not
mention his achievements:
killing Goliath; slaying tens
of thousands; having a great
army; or building a great
kingdom. He spoke about the
Most High - as the true source :
of h98is greatness. He spoke,
not about the applause he
received from man, but about
the favour of God and the
applause of God in his life

2. We tend to exalt people on the basis
of their achievements. How does God
really measure success? What does He
look for in all of us?
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3. How can we experience God’s favour?

4 David described himself as one “anointed by
the God of Jacob”. Discuss the importance
of being anointed in what we do - anointed
fathers, anointed husbands, anointed
businessmen or anointed employees.
Discuss the practical importance of God’s
anointing.

5. David also described himself as a “singer of
songs”. He was a worshipper. Was that not
one of the keys to his greatness and favour
with God? Describe the importance of a
‘demonstrative’ lifestyle of worship.
