Dieter Zander, the pastor 
of the first GenX church 
in America, spoke at a 
conference about reaching 
people in the age of 
relativism. He cited a 
Barna study that asked 
people to use single words 
to describe Jesus. They 
responded, “wise, accepting, 
compassionate, gracious, 
humble”. Then he asked 
them to use single words to 
describe Christians. They 
said, “critical, exclusive, 
self righteous, narrow and 
repressive”.  

Zander responded to this by 
saying, “There is a difference 
between knowing the good 
news and being the good 
news. We are the evidence! 
How we live our lives is the 
evidence. Everything counts 
- all the time.”
