During the Great War (1914-1918) the then president of the USA, Woodrow Wilson,
wrote this testimony in a special edition of the New Testament, “The White House,
Washington, July 23, 1917 - The Bible is the Word of Life. | beg that you will read it
and find this out for yourselves... and the more you read the more it will become plain
to you what things are worthwhile and what are

not, what things make men happy — loyalty, right
dealing, speaking the truth... When you have read
the Bible, you will know that it is the Word of God...”

READ Hebrews 4:12

QUESTIONS

1. Someone once said, “Men fight for freedom,
then they accumulate laws to take it away
from themselves”. Have you been tempted

to compromise on your convictions to please
people in general? Discuss. Read Proverbs
29:25. If you fear man you will begin to
compromise!

That is because
its Founding Fathers regarded
the Bible as the Word of God
and fashioned its constitution
around the Bible’s pages. This
is the only nation that was
courageous enough to have
stamped on their coins and
printed on their dollar notes
the words, “In God We Trust”.

reading out of the schools.
Today, the once greatest nation
on earth is beginning to unwind.

4. Read, discuss and appropriate Psalm 119:99-
104. (See also 2 Timothy 3:15; Proverbs 4:20-22.)
